Choreographer’s note

 The show ‘looks’ at perception in two directions–outward and inward. I am interested in finding ways to move the audience’s perception beyond what the eye sees. In order to perceive relationships, interactions and dependencies to a greater ecology that connects us all to each other, we have chosen to build the work in real time. The music is predominantly composed from the sounds captured during the actual performance. A feedback loop is generated between performer and composer, visual and sonic, creating a dynamic relationship where one cannot exist without the other. 
Looking inward, going deeper and smaller into something, can open up an enormous space. The vast hidden terrain of our internal environment requires delicate navigation and observation. Between internal and external spaces we traverse moving thresholds (or prosceniums) of spatial, sonic and directional relations.
