Iconic composer, violinist and innovator Jon Rose

joins adventurous local string quartet Atticus and an
eclectic range of guests for the Australian premiere of
Greek composer Jani Christou’s rarely-performed 1966
masterpiece, Praxis for 12 — a large-scale theatrical
exploration of the tension between the expected and
unexpected, the logical and illogical, played out through
duelling strings.
